PROCESS. EVERY EFFORT SHOULD BE MADE TO BRING COPIES OF ALL OF THE DOCUMENTS
APPLICABLE TO THE APPLICATION INTAKE:

Letter from employer stating gross annual income and the last six months’ pay stubs. IRS 1099’s will NOT be
accepted.

A copy of the letter from Social Security Administration stating 2015 SS and/or 2015 SSI benefits. IRS 1099’s will NOT
be accepted.

A printout from the attorney general’s office showing child support payments, or court order stating the amount.

Pensions, Retirement, or Other Benefit letters with the gross monthly or gross annual amount. (Examples: VA, TRS,
Insurance, Unemployment, etc.)

Public Assistance benefit letter; with the gross monthly amount. (TANF, AFDC, etc.) Food stamps do not count.

For all household members, if any have checking account(s), bring the most recent six months of bank statements
showing an ending and beginning balances, bank name, and account number.

For all household members, if any have, savings account(s), submit the most recent bank statement(s).

CAD land appraisal on any other properties that you may own besides your residence and lease information if you rent
or lease them out.

Most recent statements for Pensions, Annuities, Interest/Dividends. Retirement Accounts, or 401(k)’s (even if you are
not receiving payments from these accounts).
